1.0 Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m. (Eastern Time)

2.0 Approval of the Agenda


The agenda was approved by consensus.

3. 0 Minutes of Recent Meeting

The minutes of the November 1, 2024, Executive Committee were approved as circulated.

4.0 Update on Evidence Requirements for PharmD Standards

Kendra provided an update on the status of the PharmD Standards.  The revised format will be forwarded for approval at the March 27, 2025 Board Meeting

5.0 Enflux Discussion
Curtis discussed the potential partnership with Enflux, a software vendor, to improve CCAPP accreditations services.  The work of the Technology Working Group (TWG) was as a result of the CCAPP’s Strategic Plan (2023-2025). A software platform would increase the efficiency of the accreditation process.  It is important to stay competitive and up to date in the accreditation industry. After exploring a few options, TWG recommended exploring Enflux as a potential vendor.  A number of meetings were held with the staff at Enflux and they proposed a $100,000 (USA) annual fee for three years, which was considered too expensive.  The CEO of Enflux then suggested a cost-saving solution where CCAPP would pay $300,000 (USA) upfront for three years and receive a fourth year gratis.
After considerable discussion, it was decided not to recommend this technology project to the Board due to uncertainties about costs and the current political situation between Canada and the United States.  It was agreed to postpone the decision of a vendor and gather more information, including reaching out to other Canadian accrediting bodies to see what software they use.  Wayne will contact the Association of Accrediting Agencies of Canada for input. Tana suggested we might also consider reaching out the College of Pharmacy in Alberta.
6.0 Budget items

It was agreed that the increase in Member and Educational Institutional Fees be increased by 2.0% for the 2025-2026 year. This is in keeping with the current inflation rate of 1.8%.

It was agreed that there not be an increase in the fees for our International Universities.

The Executive reviewed the CCAPP investments.  The investments are appropriate however, it was suggested a combination of some of the holdings would make it easier to manage.


7.0 Nomination Committee Discussion

A President-Elect for 2025-2026 is required.  There was a brief discussion on possible candidates. A recommendation was forwarded to the Nominations Committee.
8.0 Assignment of Regional Indigenous Information for Board Members

Tana agreed to present their Regional Indigenous Information at the start of the Board Meeting on March 27, 2025.

Kendra suggested we move across the country from West to East for subsequent meetings.
